1. Required Onsite Documentation

a. Site specific Injury Illness/Prevention Plan (II/PP)

i. Required onsite

ii. Approved by FCC or Safety

iii. Safety Rules (signed by each employee)
b. Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDSs) located in Storage Container (all hazardous materials must be on the LAUSD approved chemical list (http://www.lausd-oehs.org/docs/CSC/Combined%20Chemical%20Inventory.pdf)

c. Lead & Asbestos training documentation (when applicable)
d. Tailgate meeting minutes (once per week)

e. Company ID Badges (worn by all employees)
f. No clothing that promotes alcohol, tobacco, language, or sex

g. No tobacco or alcohol use

h. Safety Person (for onsite competent person) will have
i. OSHA-10 
ii. CPR 
iii. Knowledge of construction, and
iv. Authority to stop work and make changes

2. Site Security
a. Barricades (Fence Panels)

i. Six feet high

ii. Locked at all times when not in immediate area

iii. Stable to resist winds, movement, and tampering

iv. No barbs or protrusions (such as wire ties) that can injure
v. End fence panels are secured (not able to be moved by students).

b. Storage shed and trailer locked at all times (unless being used)

c. Caution Tape to be used when fence panels are not practical and then only when employees are present to enforce area).
d. Participate in all fire drills

3. Housekeeping

a. Keep trash in dumpster and empty often

b. Pick up all trash in your area, regardless if thrown there by students or not

c. Establish a set time for clean-up following end of shift

i. Pick up all tools

ii. Clean up hardware (screw, nails, brackets…)

iii. Pick up all plastic and tape.

iv. Return classroom to exact condition prior to beginning work

v. Keep storage container organized

4. Ensure OSHA postings are displayed and available for all employees
5. Vehicle Traffic 

a. Escorted with a flagman in front and behind (regardless of time)

b. Deliveries will not be accepted by the school

c. Portable toilets will be delivered and emptied after school hours
6. General Safety
a. Appropriate Personal Protective Equipment will be worn when required
i. Hard hats

ii. Safety glasses when drilling, cutting, hammering, or when over head work is conducted

iii. Gloves for temperature extremes, to prevent cuts, when working with hazmat

b. Proper ladder selection and use
i. Folding ladders may not be used while folded or when manufacturer’s maximum weight is exceeded

ii. Three feet of extension ladder must overhang landing

iii. No standing on or above the top rung 

iv. 4:1 Rule (for every four feet up, the bottom of the ladder must be one foot away).

v. No metal ladders will be used when performing electrical work.

c. Electrical Safety
i. Use GFCI with all power tools (no exceptions)
ii. No splices/repairs on extension or power cords

iii. No piggy-backing of extension cords/power strips

iv. Use Lock Out Tag Out procedures when necessary

d. Proper ATU drilling protocols

i. HEPA Vacuum

ii. Wet sponge

iii. Plastic on floor and any wall mounted items below area where work is being conducted.
7. Storm Water Pollution Prevention 

a. A written SWPP is required onsite.

b. Will address runoff of construction debris and material

8. Special

a. Cranes 

i. A written lift plan must be submitted to the safety office for approval prior to commencement of work.

ii. Special precautions for overhead utilities

iii. Do not use with weather advisories

iv. Provide operator and crane certifications

b. Trenches

i. Inspect daily
ii. OSHA Permit required at 5-feet
iii. Protection required

1. four feet if Type C soil

2. Benching is not authorized for Type C soil

3. Shoring benching or sloping required for five-feet or above.

iv. Spoils must be more than 2 feet from trench wall

v. Re-inspect after earthquake or rain 
c. All sources of energy must be locked out prior to working on them (Lock Out Tag Out).
d. Comply with Arc Flash (NFPA 70E) requirements when working on energized power more than 40 VAC.
e. Fall Protection

i. Required at heights greater than 20-feet.

ii. Documented training required 

f. Scaffolds

i. Inspected daily by competent person

ii. Toe boards required for overhead work areas

iii. No gaps greater than 2 sq inches

iv. Only approved planking to be used

v. Planking overhang will be 12-inches +/- six inches.
